COMBUSTIBLE: Extinquish pilot lights and prevent all other sources of
ignition. Extremely slippery! Prevent foot traffic in area. For large spills:
Ensure good ventilation. Water soluble. Dilute with large amount of water
before picking up with mop or wet vacuum, strain out trash and save for
some use where quality is not critical. Rinse area with clean water. Allow to
dry before traffic resumes.

Waste disposal:

Dispose of in accordance with Federal, State and Local law.

For large spills: dike and recover with mop or wet/dry vac, then filter and reuse
where quality is not critical, i.e. car and truck wash. Do not permit to escape
directly into creeks or other natural waterways. May be absorbed into inert
material such as vermiculite and disposed of in sanitary landfill as applicable
laws permit.
